arithmetical errors during evahation of Financial Bids on the following basis:

1 If there is a discrepancy between the umit price and the total price that s obtaned by
multiplving the unit price and quality. the umt price shall prevail and the rotal price
shall be corrected. unless in the opinion in the Procunng Entity there 1s an obvious
misplacement of the decimal pomt m the umt price. m whichi case the total price as
quoted shall govern and the unit price shall be corrected:
